Examples of input maps: soil thickness maps

A soil thickness map shows the thickness of the soil cover. This map is often used in combination with the geotechnical map, or is integrated with it in the form of a 3-D GIS database. Soil thickness information can only be obtained from a very large number of field observations, either from outcrops, boreholes, or geophysical measurements. The spatial variability of the thickness is generally very large, and problems occur when several soil layers with different characteristics, relevant to landsliding, occur on top of each other. Therefore these maps can only be made for relatively small areas, unless the area is very homogeneous.

Figure 3-example2 shows a soil thickness map.
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
