EXCHANGING KNOWLEDGE AND UNDERSTANDING ABOUT THE PLACE

GROUP 5
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-Pictures, videos and audio recordings can be used to enhance map interpretation and understanding of an area. They add emotion which would otherwise not have been captured in a map alone e.g. use of a map to show drought prone areas in Elben sub location of Wajir, Kenya. Using pictures which show the impact of drought on the people and their livestock, adds more value and feeling.
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Or when one wants to show the routes of the nomadic farmers in the same area, using pictures adds value in that they can show what these people go through in their journey looking for pastures or farming land.



In giving directions most of the communities make use of common and prominent landforms e.g. big trees, hills.To illustrate the importance of an area they make use of dances (e.g. the Boran women in Kenya dance in a certain way showing livestock of importance. In other areas they use actions i.e. in some areas like the Zimbabwean Chinhoyi caves; people are not allowed to make noise and in some parts one is not allowed to get in wearing jewellery and shoes as this will insult the spirits.
