Examples of input maps: geological maps

Geological map show the spatial distribution of the various lithological types in an area. These maps are very often available at scales of 1:50,000 to 1:100,000. They also form the starting point for the generation of geotechnical maps. They may be accompanied by a fault map in which the active faults, that might have a fault displacement, are indicated.

Figure 3-example6 shows a geological map from the surroundings of Vicksburg, USA, by the US Army Corps of Engineers. USAE Waterways Experiment Station, Geotechnical Laboratory, Vicksburg, MS, USA.
